MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
THE STATE PATENT BUREAU OF THE REPUBLIC OF LITHUANIA
AND
THE INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY AGENCY, MINISTRY OF ECONOMY OF THE
REPUBLIC OF ARMENIA

The State Patent Bureau of the Republic of Lithuania ("the SPB") and The Intellectual Property
Agency, Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Armenia ("the AIPA"), hereinafter referred to
as "the Offices", ;

TAKING INTO CONSIDERATION:

That industrial property plays a vital role in the creation of national wealth by fostering creative
activities and stimulating the transfer and acquisition of modern technology worldwide;

The recognition that both countries seek to strengthen the industrial property rights protection
and to create better economic conditions for their own industries, in particular small and medium
enterprises, applying for protection of the industrial property rights;

The desire to prolong a successful cooperation between the SPB and the AIPA on practical and

organizational aspects of industrial property protection;

Their willingness to join efforts in pursuit of the protection of industrial property rights as well as
to exchange viewpoints and have regular updates on matters concerning industrial property
protection procedures and practice, use of the information technology in the offices which creates
the-most effective conditions to fulfill the functions of the industrial property office;

Their conviction that the establishment of bilateral relations is appropriate to meet these
objectives, such bilateral relations between the Offices being without prejudice to existing or
future cooperation on a multilateral or bilateral level in which the Offices are participating or
may participate;

That the SPB and AIPA have the human, technical and material means necessary to implement

the objectives and commitments set out in this Memorandum;
