Recognizing that industrial property plays a vital role in the creation of national
wealth by fostering creative activities and stimulating the transfer and acquisition
of foreign technology world wide;

Considering that the Parties are members of World Intellectual Property
Organisation (WIPO) and its international agreements, World Trade Organisation
(WTQ), European Union and European Patent Organisation (EPO);

Recognizing that the existing bilateral agreements between the Parties are not
going to be either influenced or terminated by this Memorandum of
Understanding (hereinafter referred to as the MoU);

Desiring to continue the successful cooperation between the Parties on practical
and organizational aspects of industrial property protection and harmonization;

Being willing to join efforts in pursuit of protection of industrial property rights and
to exchange viewpoints and have regular updates on matters concerning
industrial property protection procedures and practice and the use of information
technology in the offices in order to create the most effective conditions for
fulfilling the functions of an industrial property office;

Recognizing that the Parties belong to the same Baltic region and seek to
strengthen industrial property rights protection and create better economic
conditions for their own industries, in particular small and medium sized
enterprises as well as Universities, applying for protection of industrial property
rights;
